1)  Clothing that promotes, advertises or makes reference to the following is not permitted: 

 a) Derogatory racial, religious or sexist messages 

 b) Vulgar, abusive and inappropriate language 

 c) Illegal activity 

 d) Drugs, alcohol OR tobacco 

 

2) Revealing clothing such as halter-tops, backless shirts, bare midriffs, spaghetti straps
