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CCCB Release Pastoral Letter – Living as Catholics in the 
Public Square: Freedom of Religion and Conscience in

The Canadian Conference of Catholic Bishops (CCCB) has released a new pastoral letter regarding the state 
of freedom of religion and conscience in Canada, and the importance of Catholics and other faiths being 
allowed to practice their faith in the public square without fear of prejudice.

2023 Aid to the Church in Need (ACN) Religious Freedom 
Report 
Aid to the Church in Need Canada (ACN) has released their Religious Freedom Report for 2023. The report 
has been published every 2 years by this international Catholic charity since 1999 and is the only non-
governmental report on global religious freedom that covers all faiths. 
 
This year’s report has found that almost 63% of humanity lives in countries where people are not free to 
practice, express, or change their religion. In 47 of these countries, the situation has worsened since the 
last report, whereas only nine showed signs of improvement.

Bishop Gary Gordon of the Diocese of Victoria feels “it is important 
to have parishioners trained at the ready to provide a caring and compassionate experience to those who 
are most in need.”
