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National Family and Life Week - May 13-19, 2024

This year’s National Family and Life week will take place from May 13 to 19, 2024 and the theme, "Love
hopes all things," is drawn from the words of St. Paul: "[Love] endures all things, trusts all things, hopes
all things, endures all things." (1 Corinthians 13:7).

The pastoral kit includes a message from the CCCB President, the NFLW2024 logo, a catechesis, prayer
intentions and daily activities for families and parishes, graphics for social media campaigns and pastoral
suggestions for a Mass for family and life.

4th Centenary of the Dedication of Canada to Saint Joseph

The year 2024 is a significant one for the Canadian Church and the Saint-Joseph Oratory of Mount Royal
in Montréal, marking the 400" year since the dedication of what is now Canada to Saint Joseph.

In 1624, what was then “New France” was consecrated to St. Joseph. Though the exact date of the
consecration is not known, it is believed to have probably taken place between July 16 and August 15,
1624, thanks to the work “Devotion to Saint Joseph in New France,” where a portion of a letter discussing
the consecration was reproduced on page 5: http://histoiresainteducanada.ca/la-consecration-du-
canada-a-saint-joseph/

In 1834, Pope Gregory XVI definitively approved the vow of 1624 and officially named St. Joseph as the
first Patron of Canada. St. Joseph was honored as patron and protector of the Church of Canada even
before being declared patron and protector of the universal Church by Pope Pius IX on December 8, 1870.

2024 is also the 100" anniversary of the blessing of the cornerstone of the basilica and the 150%™
anniversary of the perpetual vows of Brother André, the founder of the Oratory, whose strong spirituality
encouraged pilgrims to “Go to Joseph.”

To celebrate these anniversaries, the Oratory invites communities to organize pilgrimages to the Oratory
this year, from March 10%" to October 19", the date of the foundation of the Oratory.
